Play through story once more and explain that if they didn’t get far into the story last lesson, then they must think ahead to the build up towards the end.

Allowing 15 minutes to complete rehearsals, then recording session.  I will be ‘picking on’ people to describe the music and refer to some of the techniques used.

Pupils onto keyboards.  Check progress.  Stop class for ideas if necessary.

Offer help to those who need reminders of techniques.

Stop class and prepare to record (main story CD without music on overhead stereo, using tape recorder with class tape next to each group). Encourage appraisal answers if time.

Plenary – pleased with the outcome of this project and the product of their work throughout the project.
